Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor accorded permission for the change of pattern of Question paper of B.Sc. Basic Nursing course as re commended by Board of Studies in Nursing UG in its meeting held on 20/02/2009.The salient features of the Notification  issued by RGUHS in this regard are listed below:

1) The maximum marks for University Examination shall be 75 marks 
instead of  100 marks.

2) The Internal Assessment marks shall be 25 marks instead of 

40 marks. 

3)   The Question paper marks shall be as follows:

i) There shall be THREE Questions pertaining to Long Essays and the students shall answer any TWO Questions. (10x2=20)

ii) There shall be NINE questions pertaining to short essays and the students shall answer SEVEN questions. 

(5x7=35)

iii) There shall be TEN questions pertaining to short answers which the students have to answer compulsorily. 
(2x10=20)


4)The papers having two sections viz. Anatomy and Physiology, the 
marks distribution shall be 37 and 38 respectively and for Nutrition 
and Biochemistry  the marks distribution shall be 45 and 30 
respectively.  



Choice of questions shall be similar to the pattern adopted for 
other papers as shown above:
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5)The students shall obtaining 40% in University theory examination, 50% in Internal Assessment and 50% aggregate in a subject to get a pass.


The said Ordinance is made applicable from March 2009 examination and onwards. You are requested to bring this to the notice of the students immediately.
